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Cherry Blossoms
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A gossamer wrap for welcoming spring.

Yarn:  Habu Textiles A-61:  Paper Moire, (yarn A)

            Habu Textiles A-60:  Shosenshi viscose, (yarn B)

            Fine kid mohair/silk blend, such as Cascade Yarn’s Kid Seta (yarn C)

Needles:  24” (minimum) circular needles, sizes US13 and US9  

Note:  The wrap is knit in garter stitch:  knit every row.  It is necessary, while working with very fine yarns on large needles, to pay close attention to going into the stitch on the needle in order to avoid dropping stitches. This makes the work rather slow, but I found it to be very calming and meditative.  I hope you thoroughly enjoy knitting “Cherry Blossoms.”

Holding yarns A and C together, loosely cast on 140 stitches onto the larger needle.

Knit 2 more rows holding A and C together.

*Break off A and continue knitting 3 rows with C.

Switch to smaller needles and knit 2 rows with B.

Switch to larger needles and knit 3 rows with C.

Knit 3 rows with A.  Repeat from * until piece is approx. 9” wide.

Knit 3 rows with C, then 3 rows with C and A held together.  Bind off very loosely with C and A.  Weave in ends and enjoy!
